Project Learning Tree GreenWorks! grants are awarded to schools, youth groups, and non-profit organizations to conduct environmental neighborhood improvement projects. These “learning-by-doing” projects combine academics with community service. They partner students with local businesses and community organizations and provide opportunities for student leadership. 

Since 1992, PLT has distributed nearly $1 million to fund 1,000 environmental projects in communities across the country.  

Project Learning Tree GreenWorks! Grant Application Requirements

Applicants must have attended a Project Learning Tree (PLT) Workshop1
The proposed project must involve service-learning
The proposed project must exemplify student voice2
The proposed project must involve at least one community partner
The proposed project must secure at least 50% matched funds (in-kind acceptable)

All Project Learning Tree GreenWorks! grants must be completed in one year, and the maximum grant award is $1,000. The proposal deadline is Friday, September 30.
